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Christ Lutheran Children’s Center is a non-profit, 
Christian program for young children and their 
families.  It is a place where children are 
encouraged to develop their own unique, 
individual potentials and talents.  Children are 
free to be themselves, to explore, to experience 
and to interact with other children and adults in a 
Christian setting. 
 

The Center provides a healthy, loving, child-
centered environment to aid young children in 
social, emotional, physical, intellectual and 
spiritual development.  We believe that this is a 
time for the spirit of childhood to flourish and 
grow in an atmosphere of love and concern.  It is 
our goal to help young children develop a feeling 
of self-confidence so that they can have freedom 
to be curious, creative, to experiment, to touch 
and to learn. 
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The professional staff at CLCC is comprised of 
dedicated, trained and experienced teachers in the 
field of Early Childhood Education.   Staff 
members also attend in-service training, workshops 
and conferences throughout the year to enrich their 
knowledge of young children. 
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The Full Day Preschool Program offers the 
same quality educational opportunities that the 
part day preschool program offers.  Additions 
include: a time for lunch which the children 
bring from home, a morning and afternoon 
snack that is provided and a time for rest. 
 

The full day preschool program is open from 
7:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M. Monday - Friday year 
round.   The Center will be closed on the 
following days:

Each classroom has two staff members and a 
teacher /child ratio appropriate to the age level. 
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The Part Day Preschool Program begins in 
September and continues through May, 
following the vacation schedule of the Bexley 
Public Schools.

An average morning at preschool includes 
time for art, music, creative movement,  
dramatic play, language development, science, 
large muscle development and more.  There is 
also time for snack, occasional field trips, 
monthly Chapel time, special visitors and 
events.  At CLCC there is a flexible program to 
meet the needs of young children and their 
families. 
 

 
The After-Kindergarten Program  is designed 
for children that attend morning Kindergarten.  
Transportation is provided from the three 
elementary schools in Bexley.  Kindergarten 
enrichment activities are planned each day in a 
stimulating environment.  A small class size is 
maintained with a degreed, experienced teacher. 
The program depends upon enrollment. 
 

 
The Moving On Up Program is a Parent/Child 
Class for 2 ½ to 3 year olds and is offered Jan. -
May one day per week 9:30-11:30.  
 
 
Summer Camp is designed for active school-
agers in mind, K thru completed 2nd Grade. Age 
appropriate activities include swim lessons, field 
trips, art, music, creative movement, dramatic 
play and large muscle development. 
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The health and safety of the children are our 
primary concerns in the planning of our 
program.  The facilities and equipment are 
designed for young children on their level and 
teachers are with the children at all times.  
There are fully equipped classrooms, an indoor 
large muscle room and outdoor fenced 
playground as well as a spacious grassy area for 
outdoor play. 
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The program at Christ Lutheran Children’s 
Center is designed to supplement the home, not 
to replace it.  Since this may be the child’s first 
group experience, every effort is made to make 
it a positive one.  To accomplish this, it is very 
important for the parents and the Center to work 
closely together in an exchange of ideas for the 
better understanding of each child.  An active 
Parent Organization is designed to help parents 
have the opportunity to participate in parent 
education, as classroom volunteers, attend four 
major family activities throughout the year and 
support the Center.   There is a monthly 
newsletter as well as a resource library available 
for parents.  Two scheduled Parent/Teacher 
Conferences are arranged throughout the year.  
Special conferences can be arranged whenever 

they are needed.  The staff is always willing to 
assist in any way possible.

The Center is in collaboration with a variety of 
agencies and organizations.  CLCC is a train- 
ing site for students from Columbus State 
Community College, Ohio University, Capital 
University, Ohio State University, and Ohio 
Dominican University . For over 15 years CLCC 
and the Franklin County Board of Mental 
Retardation and Developmental Disabilities 
have partnered together to offer two full-
inclusion classes for children with special needs 
and typically developing children to play and 
learn together.  
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Registration for the summer programs as well as 
the fall programs begin the last week in January. 
 
Children and their parents are encouraged to 
visit the center.  An appointment is not 
necessary since the Center has an open door 
policy, but recommended in order to ensure that 
the Director or other staff member is available 
to conduct a tour and answer questions. 
A registration form is completed and returned 
with a non-refundable registration fee.
