     The banner for communion reflects a soul’s travel with
Christ from birth (Alpha) to death (Omega). In a larger dimen-
sion it indicates man’s sojourn in the universe on his ascending
spiral in time to join his maker at the Omega point of eternity.
     The symbols are the grain for the bread, the grapes for the
wine, and the twelve heads of wheat which suggest not only the
twelve tribes of Israel, but also the twelve apostles.
     The feet of the woman and the base of the vine form the
Alpha, (the beginning), the vine reflects the words of Christ “I
am the vine, you are the branches.” The woman’s figure, knees
bent, hands upraised in prayer, echo her cry “Lord make us
one.”
     The Christ figure reaching out lifting her from earth to glory,
portray the words of Christ “I am the way, the truth, and the
life.” The banner’s hues grow from sombre to light tones, until
they culminate in the brightness of Christ, the Omega.

Wrong assumptions can be dangerous. Can you think of instances when you
discovered your perception about someone or something was incorrect?
This week’s Gospel text confronts a misconception that was common in
biblical times and which is still prevalent today. What does God say about
Job (Job 1;8); what does Eliphaz assume about Job based on Job’s mis-
fortunes and suffering? (22:4-11) Now read John 9:1-41. Who in the text
makes false accusations? What is Jesus’ response? Ask God to open the eyes
of your heart!

     As you read John 9:1-41, notice the various
     people and how they react to Jesus and to
     the healing. Some of the Pharisees are so
     religiously self-sufficient that they seemingly
     have no hunger for truth, only for the security
     of their traditions. The blind man’s parents
     are more concerned about not offending the
     religious leaders that they are about embracing
     the truth. The blind man, however, shows him-
     self to be a truth-seeker. What about you?
     What did it cost the blind man to take a stand
     for Jesus? Have you been rejected or berated
     for following Jesus?

Consider that the physical healing, the gift of vision, is a sign that points to a greater healing and an eternal gift; spiritual sight. Recall
Newton’s lyrics: “Amazing grace! I once was lost but now am found, was blind but now I see.” Some are physically blind, some are
spiritually blind. Which is the greater darkness? Meditate on John 1:3-5,9;3:19-21;8:12;9:5; and I John 1:5-7. Pray, that like the man
born blind, and like Newton, you will testify to what God has done in your life. Thank Jesus for being your light and giving you sight.

We know we are sinners (Romans 3:10,23),
we all experience heartache and suffering.
Yet, perhaps we, like Job’s friends and
those gathered around the blind man, are
sometimes quick to judge the one who
suffers. Jesus, however, manifests grace
and teaches his disciples and us, that God
is sovereign and there is much beyond
what we can see. (Romans 11:33-36) God
does not explain suffering to Job, nor do
we always get answers to our questions.
But in scripture, we learn that suffering
can help us see God more clearly. Read
Job 42:1-5; John 9:3; 11:1-4; 16:33; and
2 Corinthians 4:16-18. Take your questions
to Jesus and ask him to help you trust
God’s heart of love.

First English Breakfast Club
     Our Christ Lutheran Church Outreach Ministry Team has been feeding the
homeless at First English Lutheran Church (FELC) for over a year.  The team feeds
the homeless on the first and third Sunday of every month. Your generous donations
have sustained us in our mission during that time.
     A year ago we were feeding 55-60 men and women.  We are now feeding over 100,
last week reaching 110.  A year ago the FELC kitchen was in poor condition: one old
stove, a small sink with only cold water, the walls and floor in sad shape, and decrepit
refrigerators.  Now the kitchen is painted, the floor newly tiled, much better re-
frigerators, a 3-partition sink installed with hot water, and a second stove to be in-
stalled this weekend.  This additional stove will permit all of the food preparation to
be done at First English.  These renovation costs (over $800) have been paid by
FELC.  Our Christ Lutheran Church Breakfast Club would like to reimburse FELC
for these costs.
     Volunteers, including some from Christ Lutheran Church, have made many of these
improvements possible.  The food preparation and setup and serving teams are made
up of the same original volunteers and a few additional members, a total of 17 saints.
God has truly blessed this mission.
     We once again are asking for your financial support to help us continue this
mission during 2008.  It costs about $130 for food and supplies for each Sunday.  Our
team can assure you that we will continue our efforts to feed the homeless, especially
since we experience the joy and blessing of giving of our time and love for those who
desperately need both.
     If you would like to be part of this mission endeavor, please make a donation to
Christ Lutheran Church designated ‘FELC Breakfast Club’.  Our daily prayer is that
God would be our guide to do His will in our community. So what better way than to
be His hands, His feet, His ears, and His voice and not just by bringing food to the
table, but also His love and hope to those who truly need it.  If you would like
to join our Breakfast Club saints, contact Jan and Lou Weil at 864-7238.
