     The banner for communion reflects a soul’s travel with
Christ from birth (Alpha) to death (Omega). In a larger
dimension it indicates man’s sojourn in the universe on his
ascending spiral in time to join his maker at the Omega point
of eternity.
     The symbols are the grain for the bread, the grapes for the
wine, and the twelve heads of wheat which suggest not only
the twelve tribes of Israel, but also the twelve apostles.
     The feet of the woman and the base of the vine form the
Alpha, (the beginning), the vine reflects the words of Christ
“I am the vine, you are the branches.” The woman’s figure,
knees bent, hands upraised in prayer, echo her cry “Lord
make us one.”
     The Christ figure reaching out lifting her from earth to
glory, portray the words of Christ “I am the way, the truth,
and the life.” The banner’s hues grow from sombre to light
tones, until they culminate in the brightness of Christ,
the Omega.

Day 1: Monday, March 10, 2008
Last week we read about Jesus healing a man who was blind from birth. What did Jesus tell the disciples about the
reason for the man’s blindness (John 9:1-3)? Do you remember how, after the healing, the man saw Jesus with eyes of
faith, with spiritual vision? Read John 11:1-45 looking for evidences of a growing awareness of who Jesus is. Are these
accounts about a blind man and a broken hearted family, or are they ultimately about Jesus, about realizing who he is? In
John 9, Jesus heals before he gives spiritual sight/insight; in John 11, Jesus gives Martha spiritual insight, then he raises
Lazarus. IN both cases, the greatest gift is really seeing Jesus!  Pray for such sight!

Day 2: Tuesday, March 11, 2008
Read John 11:1-45. Jesus loves Mary, Martha, and Lazarus, yet Jesus waits (11:30)! The delay is God’s perfect plan but
the grieving sisters don’t understand this. Notice their reactions to Jesus’ delayed arrival (11:21,32). How do
you respond when you must wait for God’s answer to your prayers or for an awareness of God’s presence? Read
Psalm 130; Isaiah 30:18; and John 20:29; and Romans 8:24-25.

Day 3: Wednesday, March 12, 2008
How does Jesus react to the death of Lazarus (John 11:35-38a)? Death was not God’s original plan for humanity, life
was! But sin thwarted that plan. Read Genesis 1:27; 2:7, 15-17; 3:23-24; Romans 3:23; 6:23 and 1 Peter 2:24. God
hates sin. But what is the measure of God’s love for sinners? And what is the promise (1 Corinthians 15:54-57;
Revelation 21:3-5; 22:1-5)? The newness God promises offers not only life instead of death but also freedom from sin,
guilt, and shame.

Day 4: Thursday, March 13, 2008
The John 11 text points primarily to Jesus’ power over physical death. However, as we ponder the fullness of Jesus’
resurrection power, we realize that Jesus offers each of us new life daily through repentance and through the Spirit at
work in us. Read Romans 6:6, 11; Ephesians 4:22-24 and 1 John 1:5-9. Notice how Jesus asks those standing with Mary
and Martha to roll the stone from the tomb’s entrance, and then to remove Lazarus’ grave clothes. Jesus invites them into
his life-giving miracle. What might this mean for you today? Is he calling you to help someone receive his gift of life?

Day 5: Friday, March 14, 2008
Consider again the daily renewal of which we spoke yesterday. What is the source of our renewal…does it come from
within us? Ponder Isaiah’s experience ( Isaiah 6:5-7) and Joshua’s (Zechariah 3:1-4); how do these relate to Paul’s
declaration in 2 Corinthians 5:17? Can we live out Paul’s exhortations (Colossians 3:1-4, 12-14) without first being
cleansed through forgiveness?  Remember Lazarus who had to be released from his garments of death. We, too, need to
be set free from all that keeps us from fully experiencing new life in Christ!

Day 6: Saturday, March 15, 2008
The blind man whom Jesus healed (John 9) and Lazarus whom Jesus raised from the dead eventually died physical
deaths, but they were safe because they trusted in the One who is the resurrection and the life (John11:25-26). And
consider that, even as Lazarus is raised, Jesus himself is rapidly moving toward the cross. But Jesus death is not out of
God’s control; in fact, it is God’s perfect plan. Meditate on John 17:1-5 and Acts 2:22-24. Are you afraid of death….the
places in your life where sin/death reigns and/or actual physical death? Ask Jesus for the life he offers both for today
and forever (John 10:10; 14:19).
